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Leading a group of teachers can be like trying to herd cats.  No matter how hard you try, they 

tend to have their own ideas of where they should go.  The NorthStar Academy staff are not 

exempt from this tendency, but thankfully, they also have the ability to focus on what is         

important and a willingness to see how individuality can be kept while supporting the needs of 

the group.  We are blessed by God with a great group of people who desire above all to serve 

Him.  Maybe that is where they get the ability to be cat like and still move in the same           

direction.   

We are investing our energies as educators in discovering how we can guide our students to 

move to deeper levels of understanding.  We are looking for ways to make our focus more on 

the learning than on the work – to shift from thinking too much about grading assignments to 

allowing students to follow their passion and go deeper into areas that matter most to them.  It 

turns out that this is not a simple process for any school and may be even a bigger challenge 

for a school like ours, where students are learning at home.  One theme that keeps coming up 

is relationships.  It turns out that students don’t learn well from teachers that they don’t like, 

and I suspect the same is true for teachers they don’t know.   Connecting with our students in 

more ways and at deeper levels is a key focus for us at NSA.  Home visits, Activity Days, 

Learning Clusters, student forums, teacher videos, class newsletters, our senior high            

fellowship group Limitless – these are all tools to build relationships that will allow us to speak 

into the lives of our students.  That speaking often has elements of Science, Math, and Social 

in the conversation but so too is Christ a part of the conversation.  It is a privilege to be able to 

learn alongside our students what it means to be true children of God.  Give thanks with us for 

how well supported Christian education is in Alberta.
